MOTHER TERESA
Mother Teresa was a simple nun. She never wanted to be famous, but everyone in the world knew who site was. She received many important awards. She travelled around the world to accept them. She asked people for help. Then she gave everything to poor people. Mother Teresa was born Agnes Gonxha in 1910 in what is now Macedonia. She was the youngest of three children. Agnes's father died when she was a child. Her mother made dresses to support their family Agnes's mother also liked to do charity work, such as visiting the sick. Agnes often went with her and she enjoyed helping these people. She was a good and religious girl. Even as a child, Agnes wanted to be a nun. When she was 18 years old she joined a group of nuns in Darjeeling. India. There, she chose the name Teresa.
 Then she went to Calcutta to work at St. Mary's School. The school was in a convent. Sister Teresa lived in the convent and worked at the school for 20 years. She eventually became the principal. During all those years, Sister Teresa was always concerned about how other people lived. The convent had clean buildings and beautiful lawns. But outside the convent, the streets were dirty and crowded and full of very poor people. One day in 1946, Sister Teresa was riding on a train to Darjeeling. She looked out of the window and saw dirty children. They were wearing rags and sleeping in doorways. Sick and dying people were lying on filthy streets. She loved her work at the school, but she realized that other people needed her help more. At that moment, she believed God sent her a message. She decided to go to work with the poor. Two years later, Sister Teresa left the convent. First, she went to a hospital to learn to take care of sick people. After three months, she was ready to live with the poor and the sick. One day, she saw a group of poor children and called them to her. She told them she was going to open a school. The school had no roof, no walls, and no chairs. On the first day, only five students came. She used a stick to write lessons in the dirt.
Several months later, Sister Teresa had many students. Everyone in Calcutta knew about her. A friend let her use part of his house for the school. She taught the children language and math. She also taught them how to keep clean and stay healthy. Soon, other nuns came to help her. Sister Teresa was happy that they wanted to join her. But she told them that life with her was not easy. She said that everyone had to wear the same clothes — white cotton saris. She wanted all the nuns to look like the poor people in India. In I948, Sister Teresa started her own group of nuns. They were called the Missionaries of Charity. She was their leader, so they called her "Mother" "Teresa. The nuns lived in the slums with people who were poor, dirty and sick. It was hard work and the days were long. But many other nuns came from around the world to join Mother Teresa. One day, Mother Teresa saw an old woman in the street. She took her to a hospital. They refused to help the woman because she was poor. Mother Teresa decided to open a place for the sick and the dying. Later, she started homes for children without families. She also started clinics. Over the years, news of her work spread around the world. Many people sent her donations of money. Others came to work with her in India or other places. By 1990, the Missionaries of Charity were working in 400 centres around the world.
Over the years, Mother Teresa received many great awards, such as the Nobel Peace Prize. But she always said her greatest reward was helping people. Her message to the world was, '"We can do no great things - only small things with great love". She died in 1997 at the age of 87. The whole world mourned her death.

Thomas Alva Edison
The American inventor, Thomas Alva Edison, was born in Ohio in 1847. Tom, or Al, as his family called him, was one of those children who are always asking "Why?" He was always trying to learn how things worked or how they were made. The boy's education was limited to three months in the public school of Port Huron, Michigan. He started work in 1859 when he was only twelve. Young Edison began to travel on one of the trains between Port Huron and Detroit. He sold fruit, sweets and cakes to the passengers. The hours that he had to wait at Detroit before starting' back home, he spent in the library reading technical books.
Several years later, in 1863, Edison learned telegraphy and he became a telegraph operator. He was soon one of the fastest operators in a large telegraph company in Boston. He wanted to improve the telegraph system and worked very hard at it. Night after night he read “The Book of Experiments”, by Michael Faraday, the inventor of the electric generator, in the hope that this would help him to solve his problems. He did not sleep more than four hours a night and sometimes he did not go to bed at all. He often did not even find time for breakfast.
 "Aren't you going to stop to eat your breakfast?" his landlady once asked him. "No", he answered, "I've got so much to do, and life is short". After a few months of work, he built a transmitter of a new kind. This was his first important invention. Edison was advised to go to New York where the opportunities were greater. He did so, but when he reached New York in 1869, he had no money left at all. "I had to walk in the streets all night because I hadn't the price of bed, and in the morning nothing to buy breakfast with", he said. But soon he opened a small workshop.
In 1867 he had two inventions. One of Edison's greatest inventions was the gramophone, or the "phonograph", as he called it, which repeated his words. He told his assistants that this was the beginning. The time would come, he said, when this new instrument would record music. "It will play symphonies and whole operas, the world will hear again the great singers who are no longer living". Another of Edison's inventions was the electric lamp. Edison believed that only work could bring success. He continued active work until only eighteen days before his death in 1931, at the age of eighty-seven. That evening, Americans all over the country turned off their electric lights for a few moments — the light which, Edison had given them.

IT'S INTERESTING TO KNOW
Why does your face turn pale when you are frightened?
The skin of our faces has a certain colour. But the main part of the colour of the face is the colour of the blood shining through the skin.
When a person is frightened, the brain sends impulse; :: the blood vessels of the face, which become constricted and allow verylittle blood to pass through the skin of the face. So we see that the face is almost white. But your face may turn pale not only when you are frightened. Bad air, for example, can make your face turn white, too.
When a person's face becomes very pale, we must understand that he may faint. If not enough blood is passing through his face, not enough blood may pass through his brain, because the blood vessels of the brain may be constricted, too.
Why red colour makes a bull very angry?
It is very difficult to be quite sure about how to answer this question.
No one has made experiments to prove that red colour makes the bull angrier than any other bright colour. It is possible that red really makes the bull angry, because it is the brightest of colours.
Some people think that red colour makes a bull very angry, because it is the colour of blood. But nobody can be sure of it, because no one has ever proved it.
Why do we put a spoon in a glass before we pour hot water into it?
When we pour hot water into a glass the heat may sometimes expand inside of the glass too quickly and break the glass. 
A spoon is a good heat conductor, and if we put it in the glass, it takes some of the heat from the water.
The best spoon for this is silver or copper one. But any spoon will be good, because all metals are good conductors of heat.

Colchester is a small university town 80 km to the northeast of London,  approximately 45 minutes by train. It is a very beautiful town, and students are  very happy here because there are so many facilities and good entertainment. It is  very famous for being the oldest town in England.
There is the only English Language School in Colchester, and it was  founded thirty years ago by Oxford University Press. There are twenty classrooms,  a video player in every room, a video library, a multimedia Centre with free e-mail  facilities, a library and a listening Centre, the Internet access, a restaurant and a  beautiful garden here. They also arrange course for children and young people in  homestay and in residential accommodation.
Courses are organized at seven levels. The maximum group size is 13  (average is 10). Each level lasts 8 weeks, but you can stay for only two weeks if  you want.

ROWING
Rowing has a long history in England. Rowing a boat with eight oars (or with four oars) was first started in England in the 18th century. At that time the boats took part in fetes and processions on the River Thames.
In the 19th century people started to use the boats for racing not only in London on the Thames, but also in the universities of Oxford and Cambridge. The first boat race between Oxford and Cambridge was held in 1829.
Nearly every year since then there has been a best race between these two universities. It is held in London on the Thames, during the Easter vacation, at the end of March or the beginning of April,
The crews of the boats chosen from the members of the college Boat Clubs train together for twelve weeks before the race, first in Oxford or Cambridge and finally in London. The text for techers

At the end of the 19th century a middle-aged Swedish engineer, a patent officer captivated by the promise and possibilities of technology, came up with a radical idea: Why not fly in a hydrogen balloon to become the first to discover the North Pole, a place that at that time was as mysterious and unknown as Mars? For years explorers had attempted to reach the Pole overland; many died trying. An air expedition, Salomon August Andrée reasoned, would eliminate much of the risk. And so, on a windy day in July 1897, with support from Alfred Nobel and Sweden’s king, Andrée and two younger colleagues climbed into the basket of a 67-foot-diameter balloon on Danes Island in the Svalbard archipelago. The team packed wooden sledges, food for several months, carrier pigeons to relay messages, even a tuxedo Andrée hoped to wear at the end of the journey. As journalists and well-wishers cheered and waved, they soared into the air, aiming to float to a place no human had seen.

As soon as they lifted off, wind battered the balloon. Fog froze on it, weighing it down. For 65 and a half hours the Eagle skittered along, sometimes grazing the Arctic Ocean. Thirty-three years later, sealers stumbled across the frozen corpses of Andrée and his crew—along with their cameras and diaries, which revealed that they’d been forced to land on pack ice 298 miles from the North Pole. The three had perished during a grueling three-month trek south.

Failure—never sought, always dreaded, impossible to ignore—is the specter that hovers over every attempt at exploration. Yet without the sting of failure to spur us to reassess and rethink, progress would be impossible. Today there is growing recognition of the importance of failure. Educators ponder how to make kids more comfortable with it. Business schools teach its lessons. Psychologists study how we cope with it, usually with an eye toward improving the chance of success. Indeed, the very word “success” is derived from the Latin succedere, “to come after”—and what it comes after, yes, is failure. One cannot exist without the other. Oceanographer Robert Ballard, a veteran of 130 undersea expeditions and discoverer of the Titanic, calls this interplay the yin yang of success and failure.

Andrée’s balloon expedition was cutting-edge for its day, and fail it did, but “you don’t know until you try in aviation,” a historian of science at Norway’s University of Tromsø, points out. Improved technology ultimately helped solve the problems of Arctic aviation and has opened countless other doors. But even Ballard, whose major discoveries were aided by robots, notes that technology “doesn’t make everything possible.”

And that’s a good thing. “If you take away uncertainty, you take away motivation,” says mountain climber Pete Athans. “Wanting to exceed your grasp is the nature of the human condition. There’s no magic to getting where we already know we can get.”
