Is Florida mom justified in suing school board over

daughter’s cyber-bullied suicide?

A Florida mom wants court justice for the death of her 12-year-old daughter from the school
board which resulted in suicide due to cyber-bullying. According to Opposing Views, Tricia

Norman filed a lawsuit on Monday in Polk County, Florida against the Polk County School Board
and other entities. The mother of the deceased child, Rebecca Sedwick, is claiming that the
school board did not supervise her daughter or the students who are alleged to have stalked her.

This case in unfortunately one of far too many cyber-bullying cases that have arisen each year and the numbers keep climbing. The
young girl met her tragic end in 2013 when she leapt to her death at an abandoned concrete plant. This case drew national

attention last year when the sheriff’s office arrested two of the student’s classmates for allegedly stalking her on social media.

The two arrested girls, 14-year-old Guadalupe Shaw and 13-year-old Katelyn Roman are alleged to have caused Rebecca such
horrific “serious mental and psychological injuries during the school year,” reported Opposing Views. Rebecca is alleged to have
received such cruel messages like, “go kill yourself’, in addition to being bullied continuously over the internet with mean and
other torturous names.
Guadalupe, one of the teens who was arrested for allegedly bullying Rebecca, even tweeted after the young teens death,
Guadalupe, “Yes (I know) I bullied REBECCA (and) she killed herself but IDGAF,” allegedly, according toOpposing Views.

If all of the facts being presented by the dead mom’s lawsuit are true, hopefully the case will result in far more monetary damages

for her to the tune of at least a half million dollars or more. This will send a message to parents as well as to thug cyber-bully kids
that your thuggish behavior will result in losing everything you value.
